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Eduardo Lakschevitz is professor of music history and choral conducting at the Universidade Federal do Rio de Janeiro (UNI-RIO). He received his master’s degree in Choral Conducting from the Conservatory of Music at the University of Missouri-Kansas City where he studied with Eph Ehly. Upon his return to Brazil he founded the Oficina Coral do Rio de Janeiro, a Non-Governmental Organization that has been active promoting workshops and leadership training in choral music. Currently Eduardo is a doctoral candidate in Music at the UNI-RIO and his research focuses on issues related to music teaching and learning. He has had his arrangements and compositions published, performed and recorded in Brazil, the United States, Venezuela, and Slovenia.


Dr. John F. Warren is Director of Choral Activities at Syracuse University. He holds the Bachelor of Music degree from Furman University, the Master of Music degree in Choral Conducting from the University of Cincinnati College-Conservatory of Music, and the Doctor of Musical Arts degree in Choral Conducting from the University of Miami. Dr. Warren was one of five conductors chosen to conduct in master class with Maestro Rilling. In 2006, Dr. Warren was a Conducting Fellow for the Chorus America Choral-Orchestral Conducting Workshop in Philadelphia.


Dr. Warren served the ACDA as South Carolina R&S Chair for Women’s Choirs, and was a member of the Planning Committee for the 2004 Southern Division Convention in Nashville. He will also serve on the Planning Committee for the 2011 National Convention.
